Wheatbelt farmer becomes face of Christmas Appeal to support
country cancer patients

Wheatbelt farmer, Gerard Hodges, is the face of
Cancer Council WA’s 2025 Christmas Appeal after a
shock skin cancer diagnosis turned his life upside
down.

The fit and healthy farmer first noticed what looked
like a simple graze on his hand during the 2022 harvest
season.

“Bumps and grazes aren’t unusual for farmers, so |
shrugged it off,” Gerard said. “But it just didn’t heal.
One bandage turned into three.”

When the Royal Flying Doctor Service came through town, Gerard had it checked. What was first
thought to be a minor basal cell carcinoma turned out to be Stage 4 squamous cell carcinoma, an
aggressive form of skin cancer that had already spread to his kidney and liver. Within days, Gerard was
in Perth, unsure where he would stay or how long he would be away from the farm. After weeks in ICU
fighting pneumonia, organ failure, and even surviving two cardiac arrests, he was told about Cancer
Council WA’s accommodation Lodges.

Since moving into Milroy Lodge in Shenton Park, Gerard has found more than just a place to stay, he has
found peace in the gardens, comfort in the 24-hour support, and connection with others who
understand what he is going through.

“I’m so proud to be the face of this year’s Christmas Appeal,” Gerard said.

“I encourage the WA community to get behind it and support this vital accommodation service for
regional people like me.”

This year alone the lodges have had almost 5,000 check-ins from country patients and carers. By
donating to our Christmas Appeal, you’re ensuring country cancer patients like Gerard have vital
support when they need it most.

While leaving high-risk bushfires is the safest option, if you plan to stay and defend your home,
you must have an INDEPENDENT water supply and pumping capability. This typically requires
water tanks of at least 20,000 litres, pump and generator.

This is required as mains water supply and
pressure cannot be guaranteed during a
bushfire due to the risk of power cuts, fire
damage and extreme demand.

Use the Department of Fire and Emergency
Services resources to develop your personal
bushfire plan: mybushfireplan.wa.gov.au
You can also download the My Bushfire Plan
app via the App Store or Google Play to access
your bushfire plan anytime - even without an
internet connection.

To support bushfire plans, if you have
groundwater bore access to surface water,
you can take and store emergency water
without it counting against your annual
entitlement.

Shire President Update
This is the ninth edition of the monthly Shire President Report to provide a brief outline and
summary of recent activities undertaken by the Shire of Dumbleyung.

New Dumbleyung Shire Council & Deputy President

At last week’s meeting, the new Dumbleyung Shire Council was sworn in. | was privileged
to be nominated and declared Shire President for another term. Cr David Head was also
nominated and declared Deputy President. So you will continue to receive my monthly
updates and cuppa with a councillor for the 2 years! A number of other Committee appointments were made at
the meeting. My congratulations are also extended to our new Councillors, Cr David Head, Cr Ben Stangoni and
Cr Freyja Melling. Cr Marilyn Hasleby was also sworn in for a further four year term.

Major Shire Projects

Work is progressing to deliver around $12.3M in Shire of Dumbleyung key projects. These projects include the
$5.5M Dumbleyung Swimming Pool Redevelopment, $2.2M Stubbs Park Evacuation Centre (Pavilion)
Redevelopment, $4M Dumbleyung Townsite Headworks and Siteworks Development and $0.6M Kukerin Fire
Shed Development. All of these projects have received significant Federal and State Government funding all
secured by the Shire of Dumbleyung via competitive grant funding submissions. The total grant funding received
for all these projects amounts to circa $8.5M, indicating the importance of securing external grant funding
support to make project delivery affordable and reducing capital cost impacts on Shire ratepayers. This is on top
of our core operations and projects (roadworks, gardens, waste etc.)

Dumbleyung Swimming Pool Redevelopment Project Update

Negotiations are continuing between the Shire of Dumbleyung and Wet Deck Pools to finalise Concept Design
inputs for the Dumbleyung Swimming Pool Redevelopment project. Once a final Concept Design has been
agreed, a copy will be made available for public release. A final Concept Design is required so that Detailed Design
work can commence before construction activities can commence. A final Detailed Design plan also needs to be
submitted with the State Government Department of Health for approval prior to commencement. A project
start date can then be identified. Commercial contract negotiations have also commenced between the Shire
and the contractor (Wet Deck Pools).

Synergy Use of Rabbit Proof Fence Road - Kings Rock Wind Farm Project

At our November Council meeting, Council signed off on a proposed compensation package to allow Synergy to
temporarily use Rabbit Proof Fence Road for transporting construction materials associated with the Kings Rock
Wind Farm Project in Hyden. The road transport operation will consist of oversized overmass wind turbine
components, tower sections, power trains, hubs and blades. Synergy advise that a total of 187 trips are
anticipated across a circa 10 week transport window with all equipment being unloaded through the Port of
Bunbury. The planned start date for road transport to commence is circa April/May 2026. As part of the agreed
compensation package, Synergy will reinstate (make good) any damage to Fence Road resulting from this
transport use. Further project updates will be provided to the community as additional information becomes
available.
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Tunney St Day Care Centre Update

Final works have been completed on a Shire of Dumbleyung owned Tunney St residence to convert the property
into a licensed Family Day Care centre site. Expressions of interest have been called for interested persons
wishing to operate a stand-alone day care service from this site. Interviews for this position are anticipated to be
held over the coming couple of weeks. Included in the package is rent free use of the residence plus access to
day care goods and toys purchased by the Shire of Dumbleyung through a successful circa $13K State
Government provided grant. The aim is to have an identified day care operator secured and available for centre
opening to coincide with the commencement of the 2026 school year.

Shire of Dumbleyung Secures $60K Water Resilience Grant

Along with four other neighbouring Local Government Authorities, the Shire of Dumbleyung has been successful
in securing a S60K State Government Water Resilience Grant for undertaking much needed Dumbleyung town
drainage reinstatement and debris clean up works. These funds will allow for a local contractor to be procured
to undertake clearing of partially blocked and sediment built up drains in Dumbleyung to improve water capture
and distribution. The Shire’s cash contribution towards this project is $2K, making the total project value circa
S$62K. Works are scheduled to commence prior to or just after the Christmas/New Year period.

Meeting Rick Wilson Member for O’Connor

The Shire CEO and | recently met up with our local Federal Member for Parliament, Mr Rick Wilson. The meeting
was a positive opportunity to provide Rick with an update on current Shire of Dumbleyung projects and activities,
including key issues requiring Federal Government attention i.e. lack of Key Worker Housing across the regions.

WALGA Central Country Zone Meeting — Brookton

Together with the Shire CEO, we recently attended a WALGA Central Country Zone (CCZ) Meeting held in
Brookton. The meeting covered a range of topics including renewable energy projects and plans earmarked for
the region, recently State Government commentary around Local Government elections, updates on the State
Government led Local Government legislative reform process, an Avon Midland led proposal to advocate for a
Wheatbelt Regional Crematorium and various WALGA State Council agenda matters. The meeting also provided
an opportunity for new Councillor delegates to be inducted to WALGA and the CCZ processes.

4WDL Meeting — Woodanilling

The last 4WDL meeting for the year was held on Tuesday 25" November 2025 in Woodanilling. This agenda
discussed a proposal for 4WDL to make a grant application to the recently announced State Government $25M
Regional Housing Support Fund. Significant investigative and business case, project readiness work has already
been progressed over the past couple of years to place 4WDL in a strong position to make application to this
fund for additional Key Worker Housing in our region. Indeed, 4WDL has been a prominent trail blazer profiling
the need for Key Worker Housing to be ranked just as highly as social and affordable housing on the Federal and
State Government radar.

Office of the Auditor General Exit Meeting

Together with the Shire CEOQ, | will attend an Office of the Auditor General (OAG) Exit Interview Meeting on
Thursday 27" November 2025. This meeting concludes the 2024/25 audit process for the Shire of Dumbleyung.
Following the meeting, the OAG will present its audit opinion on the financial affairs of the Shire of Dumbleyung
for the past financial year. This will then enable the Shire of Dumbleyung to complete and release its 2024/25
financial year Annual Report in readiness for the 2026 Electors Meeting to be held on circa 12" February 2026.
Further information in relation to the final date of the Elector’s Meeting will be publicly released once available.
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Office of the Auditor General Performance Audit — Maintaining Regional Local Roads

The Shire of Dumbleyung has received strong ongoing contact and interest from various parties enquiring further
about the Shire of Dumbleyung Council adopted 50 Year Roads Strategy.
