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Local Photographer Josh Ball Captures Hearts Around
the World

Locally grown Josh Ball who now resides in Dunsborough has been gaining international attention for his captivating
portrait series. A project that began in Europe and is now set to continue back home in Western Australia.

While travelling through Slovenia in July, Josh started approaching interesting people he met along the way, introducing
himself and asking if he could take their portrait. He filmed each interaction, and with permission, shared both the
footage and final portraits on social media.

The idea quickly resonated with audiences around the world. One of his posts featuring 95-year-old farmer Francka with
her beloved “Ferrari” tractor went viral, reaching 3.5 million views and even being featured in the Slovenian newspaper
Vecer. Another portrait of JoZe, an elderly electrician proudly holding his chainsaw, attracted over 464,000 views.

In just two weeks and nine Instagram posts, Josh’s following grew from 10,700 to more than 25,000 a testament to the
power of human connection through photography.

“This started as a way for me to connect with locals while | was travelling, and it pushed me out of my comfort zone,”
Josh said. “Through my camera, strangers became friends, and their stories reached millions, proving that in a world of
technology and noise, human connection is what we all crave.”

Now back in WA, Josh plans to continue his viral portrait series, capturing the faces and stories of locals across the
region. His work serves as a reminder that sometimes, all it takes is a camera, and a bit of courage to bring people
together.

DID YOU KNOW 1 FARMER COMMITS SUICIDE EVERY 10 DAYS?

Suicide was the main cause of death for Australians aged 15 to 49 years in 2019. Mental health has a
huge impact on every aspect of people's lives. It affects behaviour, physical health, work and
relationships, as well as the people around them.

The National Farmer Wellbeing Report is shining a spotlight on a national health crisis needing
urgent attention. It has found in recent years nearly half of Australian farmers (45%) have felt
depressed, with almost two thirds (64%) experiencing anxiety. For one in seven (14%), it's a frequent
experience. this data adds to existing bodies of research which found that one farmer commits
suicide every 10 days and Australian farmers are twice as likely to commit suicide when compared to
the general population.

More than a quarter of farmers (27%) say feelings of loneliness or isolation, combined with limited
access to mental health services have had the biggest impact on their mental health over the past
five years.

Sympathy versus Empathy — We hear a lot about how it’s better to use empathy rather than sympathy. Especially when

we are supporting another who is struggling or experiencing hard times. But what is the difference between sympathy
and empathy?

Empathy is to have the ability to understand and share the feelings of another person. Sympathy is feeling sorrow or pity
for another person or to agree or respond in support of a point of view. To me sympathy is a personal feeling that does
not need to be shared with the person you are supporting. Empathy is an ability to connect with a similar feeling to the
other and is shared with the person you are supporting.

Sympathy fuels disconnection. How? With sympathy we may say’ hey don’t worry you will get over this’ - not helpful.
Sympathy when verbalised may create an uneven power dynamic and can lead to the other withdrawing. Further iso-
lating themselves and not speaking out because to them your comment means you don’t understand or have no idea.’
Don't worry you’ll get over this’, or worse ‘It’s time to move on now eh’.

Empathy = Connection. With Empathy we walk in the other’s shoes, we recognise the perspective of the other person.
Using Empathy is a choice. I've stopped paused and will ensure | support rather than give a judgement. Empathy may
make us vulnerable, because when we connect to the other it can bring up a similar feeling from our own past. With em-
pathy it is OK and more powerful to admit when we don’t know how to help. ‘l don’t know what to say right now I’'m just
glad you have told me’.

Empathy - I'm here with you, I’'m here to support you and walk beside you. Empathy can just be sitting with the other
and just being there for them, listening without the need to comment unless asked.

Sympathy is a response which rarely makes something better, but it does have its place. Sympathy to me should be
viewed as a personal thought, something which pops into our mind, is real, but does not have to be verbalised.

Sympathy as with all emotions the resulting feelings are important. Even the so-called negative emotions are there to
prepare us. Be curious pause, step back and analyse why you have this feeling. Your brain is trying to help you. It is never
a good idea to say, “I know how you feel”, because you don’t. (sympathy) But you may think this and be aware of the
similarities which enables you to be empathic.

Thoughts generated from strong feelings can become our reality. It is very important to listen to your feelings both men-
tally and physically. That gut feeling that something is not OK. As the expert on yourself listen to yourself and be that
good strong example to others, that it’s OK to not be OK, break your silence and seek help.

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Keeping Safe - Everyone's Responsibility

When we are nearing the end of the year, we
are all busy trying to get jobs done and often
feeling tired. Our nerves can be a bit raw and
sometimes we are just over it, Everyone gets a
bit tired and rundown, from kids at school to
mums and dads at home and/or at work.

We all know there's lots of work to get done to
get us through to the end of the year. This may
include finishing the harvest, various stock
work, that last FIFO swing before holidays,
getting that last job finished and having kids
end of year school events to attend. This can
lead to us working beyond our limit.

We all have a varying capacity to both absorb
those extra things thrown at us and our ability
to get the job done, this can differ depending
on an individual's work ethic and how we are
hard wired (our DNA). We should never
assume what | can do is the norm, then place
that expectation on family members,
employees or work colleagues.

Work Health & Safety (WHS) gives us a
legislative framework to guide us, but it
doesn't allow for the cultural context in which
us blokes sometimes operate. The cultural
context for blokes means our approach to risk
taking (we are hard wired risk takers); our need
to get the job done (task orientated/deadlines);
and our approach to winning, can cloud our
judgement around keeping safe both in the
workplace and in our personal life. We need to
be aware and manage our behaviour
otherwise we will invariably fail in our
responsibility to stay safe.

Keeping safe needs to start somewhere, it is no
different to our individual health. | always say
that my health is my responsibility, it is not my
doctors, my workplace or my wife's. However,
my wife is very good at giving me a good kick
up the backside (nagging) to get me to the
doctor to do my annual service visit, my dentist
appointment or my skin check.

Therefore, when it comes to keeping safe, both
as an individual and collective it is everyone's
responsibility. It is up to all of us whether we
are in the workplace, belong to a community
group, or within our family setting to be
vigilant about working and keeping safe.

Some tips for keeping safe:

e Constantly remind ourselves about work
protocols;

e As employers, have realistic expectations
of our employees, including family
members in the family business;

e Look out for work colleagues, be aware
and respond to behaviour changes. Talk
to them about it;

¢ Try and maintain a balanced life, we can
only do so much before fatigue becomes
an issue;

Qutside busy times take time out;
Enjoy what we do.

the Katanning Gold Project

The Katanning Gold Project (KGP) is Ausgold’s flagship project. We are located 275km south-east of Perth and
about 37km north-east of Katanning, in the southwest of Western Australia. Katanningis the closest regional
centre, and other KGP communities include Nyabing, Dumbleyung, Badgebup and Woodanilling.

Gold was first discovered in the area in 1979 and was mined briefly from December 1995 to July 1997. About
20,000 ounces of gold were produced during this time. Since acquiring the project in 2010, Ausgold has been
working on ‘proving up’ (measuring and confirming) the gold resource at over 3 million ounces (Moz) and
reserves at 1.2Moz based on additional exploration studies.

Starting a gold mine is a big responsibility, and we want to make sure we do itright. We've been working hard on
detailed technical studies to confirm our mine plan, so that we can give more information with greater
certainty, to engage with you - the KGP community - in a more regular and responsive way, and better
understand what interests you have and how we can best consider your views. We will progress our work
alongside our engagement activities to help plan for the land use changes and prosperity that KGP can help
deliver along with the community.

Sincewe acquired additional land in August 2025, we've also kicked off another drilling campaign this October
to continue developing our detailed understanding of mineralisation at the site and planning for KGP
operations.

2025 Local Government Election Results

The recently completed 2025 local government elections saw the Shire of Dumbleyung
go to the polls for the first time in 20 years! At the close of nominations, five eligible
nominations were received for four available positions. Following the election process,
David (Bushy) Head, Ben Stangoni, Marilyn Haselby and Freyja Melling were all successfully voted onto the
Dumbleyung Shire Council. These people will be joined on Council by existing Councillors, Cr Emily Edwards, Cr
Catherine Watkins and myself. Congratulations to our new Councillors. | would like to acknowledge retiring
Councillors Grant Lukins, Bevan Doney and Kevin Powell for the enormous contributions each of them has made
to Council,

Dumbleyung Swimming Pool Redevelopment Project

In a major landmark decision, Council resolved at Thursday’s meeting to accept a $5.5M
alternate tender submitted by Wet Deck Pools for the redevelopment of the Dumbleyung
Swimming Pool. For further information, please refer to the following link Shire of
Dumbleyung | POOL, Discussions have already commenced with Wet Deck Pools on final
changes required to the Concept Design. A final agreed Concept Design then leads into
Detailed Design project planning. The Shire will also initiate negotiations with Wet Deck
Pools on the commercial elements for the project to enable a final construction contract
to be executed (signed) between the parties. Construction timeframes will become
clearer once these project planning and contractual arrangements have been finalised.

Dumbleyung Family Day Care Services

All dwelling modifications to the Shire owned Tunney St residence have now been completed to make the venue
compliant to operate as a much needed Family Day Care service site. The Shire has now called for interested
applicants to run this standalone self-operated service. To entice a suitable candidate, the Shire is offering rent
free use of the residence as both a home and a day care service. This is conditional on the resident operator
being qualified and providing a full time service. Applications close at Spm on Friday 14'" November 2025. if you
know of anyone that might be interested in taking on this important role, please reach out to them, We're
hopeful that a service provider can be found in readiness for the start of the 2026 school year.

Strategic Community Plan Update

On Thursday's Council meeting we also considered progress on implementation of the 2022-2032 Strategic
Community Plan. These updates are formally considered quarterly by Council and are available to the public in
our published agenda and minutes, Being a 10 year plan, each area of strategic activity has its own development
agenda with significant work undertaken and/or earmarked to deliver a really positive shift in the economic and
social wellbeing of our current and future community. Given the size of some of these project activities, most
will require higher level Federal and/or State Government involvement for the provision of capital grant funding
to support delivery. The Shire continues to work closely and cooperatively with its (mainly) key State Government
partners to progress each initiative. We are trying to balance everyday operational activities with positive
economic growth initiatives.
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Dumbleyung Community Pre-Season Bushfire Day

A successful inaugural Dumbleyung Community Pre-Season Bushfire Day was held at Stubbs Park on Saturday 4
October 2025, This was a Shire initiated event designed to bring together the community, local brigades,
emergency services and industry agencies to raise awareness on bushfire preparedness, fundraise and recruit
new volunteers, network and connect, all in a relaxed and family friendly environment. Despite the weather,
people that attended enjoyed the day with positive feedback provided. My thanks goes to everyone that
organised and participated in the day,

Shire of Dumbleyung Bush Fire Advisory Committee Meeting

A Shire of Dumbleyung Bush Fire Advisory Committee (BFAC) Meeting was held in Moulyinning on Wednesday
15 October 2025. The agenda had a focus on changes to the State Government Hazard Management Plan and
the updated minimum training requirements for volunteer firefighters. 1 April 2026 has been set for local brigade
members who haven't completed the minimum training requirements, to have these completed by this deadline.
Discussion also entailed on plans to establish a new Fire Shed in Kukerin resulting from a successful $528K grant
application secured by the Shire of Dumbleyung through the State Government (DFES). Discussion also ensued
on the approaching bushfire season and the need to ensure that local residents and landowners had appropriate
bushfire breaks in place on their properties.

Anglo American Drilling Exploration Campaign

Anglo American has met with the Shire officers informing of their intent to undertake a three week drilling
exploration campaign at Tarin Rock land area sites located east of Kukerin within the Shire of Dumbleyung
boundary. Anglo will appoint specific drilling contractors to undertake this drilling task, The contractors are
expected to stay at the Kukerin Caravan Park for the duration of their visit commencing in November 2025. Anglo
is exploring for base metals (nickel, copper) and the drilling operation comprises seven drill holes on cleared farm
land with the approval of landowners. Drilled samples will then be returned to Perth for analysis. If displaying
the characteristics of a mineralised system, further drilling may be planned for 2026.

Shire of Dumbleyung Citizen of the Year Award

As in the
past, Council is opting to use external professional advisory firms to support us in this important recruitment
task. At last week’s meeting, Councillors considered and shortlisted two potential recruitment companies for
further interview consideration. These interviews will take place to coincide with the next 20 November 2025
Ordinary Council Meeting.

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Dumbleyung Swimming Pool Redevelopment ‘Tender Award’
In @ major landmark decision, the Shire of Dumbleyung has awarded a 55.5M tender for the Dumbleyung
Swimming Pool Redevelopment Project.

The Dumbleyung Shire Council formally considered tenders received for the project at yesterday’s Council
Meeting. The preferred tender was an alternate design submitted by a reputable swimming pool contractor in
Wet Deck Pools.

Shire President Amy Knight said ‘This is @ momentous Council decision and major milestone for the Shire and
community of Dumbleyung’. ‘A significant amount of site investigations, project planning, scoping and design
effort has been undertaken over the past four years that has culminated in this important tender award decision’.
‘The chosen tender design offers significant community benefits with an improved 25 metre six lane main
swimming pool with laneway entry, o modern toddlers pool with enticing waterplay features and a beach entry
and a state of the art plant room with balance tanks’.

As part of the Council decision process, agreement wos also reached on the final funding mix for the project
which includes a 51.6M Federal Government Growing Regions grant, a 51.6M State Government Community
Sporting & Recreation Facilities Funding grant, $1.6M from the Bain Estate (Dumbleyung Future Fund) and S0.7M
from the Shire Swimming Pool Reserve’. ‘This means that no borrowings will be required for the project resulting
in no additional financial impact on Shire ratepayers to fund debt servicing costs’.

“This is such an exciting time for Council and the community. | can’t wait to see the positive impacts this will bring
for our Shire’.

Shire CEO Gavin Treasure said ‘Discussion will now commence with Wet Deck Pools to finalise concept design
inputs to enable a detailed design to be completed to achieve full project readiness prior to construction’.
‘Contract negotiations will also be undertaken with Wet Deck Pools to lock in the commercial elements of the
project.”

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A Century of Strength: Dumbleyung Gymnastics Club
Opens New Shed Extension

The Dumbleyung Gymnastics Club celebrated a major milestone with the official opening of its new shed extension at
Nenke Park in Kukerin, marking a proud new chapter for one of the Shire’s oldest — and now largest — sporting clubs.

With a history spanning 103 years, the Dumbleyung Gymnastics Club first began in 1922 when a group of local boys
staged a concert to raise funds for their first pieces of equipment. Revived several times over the decades by passionate
locals, the club now stands as the biggest in the Shire, home to 75 young gymnasts from Kukerin, Dumbleyung, Nyabing,
Lake Grace and Kulin who train under the guidance of dedicated volunteer coaches.

The new extension symbolises both growth and gratitude. What began as a simple dream during a Kindergym setup —
to have better storage and more space to safely deliver lessons — evolved into a full-scale project that has transformed
the club’s training environment. The expanded facility now allows multiple apparatuses to be used simultaneously,
giving gymnasts the space and equipment they need to train safely and effectively.

The project was a true community effort, led by an enthusiastic executive committee and supported by a network of
volunteers, parents, and local families. Countless hours were spent on busy bees and community cropping, with the
Kukerin Agricultural Society’s donation of a community paddock for five years providing a vital source of fundraising
income. Local contractors and supporters also played key roles in overcoming design and construction challenges to
bring the vision to life.

Funding assistance came from the Shire of Dumbleyung through the Bain’s Estate, the Department of Local Government,
Sport and Cultural Industries (CSRFF grant), and funds raised by parents who crop the Kukerin Ag Society’s community
paddock — supported by agronomist Kim Gooding of Kukerin Rural Supplies.

The opening event drew guests from across the region, as well as Perth and even Augusta, highlighting the club’s wide-
reaching community ties. Among those attending was Gymnastics WA Club Services Manager, Lachlan Tolhurst, who
assisted with the planning and layout of the upgraded facility.

The result is a modern, permanent home that secures the club’s future while paying tribute to its past — a long way
from the days when locals Beth and Lance Bartram kindly offered their shearing shed as a training facility.

Today, the Dumbleyung Gymnastics Club continues to thrive, offering local children a strong foundation in physical
fitness, coordination, and confidence. The opening celebrated more than just a building — it marked a century-long
legacy of passion, perseverance, and local pride.
